
 
BAND CAMP PACKING INSTRUCTIONS 

The weather at Camp Bountiful can frequently change. Nights are often cool. Pack for weather changes. 

 

 
BRING THE FOLLOWING LABELED WITH STUDENT’S NAME: 
___Your instrument IN GOOD PLAYING CONDITION 
___Extra reeds and/or other items needed for your instrument 
___All of the music that has been passed out (Put your name on each sheet in pencil.) 
___Bedding: Sleeping bag. 2 blankets. sheets and pillow. It works well to sleep on the sleeping bag with sheets 
 and blankets. If it gets too cold you can use sleeping bag for extra warmth. 
___Shirts. shorts. pants and undergarments for 6 days Clothes should be lightweight and comfortable 
 Shirts should be white or light in color if possible. School dress code applies 
___Sweatshirt, sweater and/or a warm jacket. Bring at least 2 warm items in case one gets wet 
___At least two pair of comfortable shoes with good support DO NOT BRING NEW SHOES TO CAMP.  
___12 or more pair of socks (Wet feet cause blisters) 
___Toiletries - put in a small bucket for carrying back and forth from shower 
___18 one-gallon size plastic bags for your feet. These are mandatory and are worn over your socks and inside 
 your shoes to keep your feet dry. "Baggie" style - try not bring "Ziploc" style bags. 
___A music lyre or wire music stand for inside music rehearsal 
___Sleepwear       ___Large water bottle (name on bottle & lid) 
___Rain gear       ___Shoes to wear in the shower (flip flops)                  
___Towels - bath and for swimming pool    ___Sunscreen                                                       
___Bathing suit - no shorts allowed in the pool   ___Sunglasses       
___Summer Uniform (shorts. shirt and hat)   ___Flashlight 

- Bring uniform on a hanger in a plastic bag  ___Insect repellent 
___Hat or visor       ___Clothes pins to hold your music on stand 
___Medicines (see medical forms for more information)   
 

OPTIONAL ITEMS TO BRING: 
___Trunk - a trunk or Rubbermaid container works better than a suitcase 
___Area rugs for putting by your bed, the floors tend to get gritty 
___Snacks in a critter proof container (with a tight fitting lid). Snacks should be nutritious and non-melting. 

Students do not have access to refrigeration. 
___$5.00-$10.00 for spending money. Pop and candy is sold in the concession stand during student’s free time.      
___Fans - there is not room for everyone to have a fan, several fans per cabin will make it more comfortable       
___Extension cords, multiplugs or surge protectors. It is a good idea to bring these and then see what is needed 
 in your cabin at check-in. 
___Cards/Games for free time     ___Items for skit night     ___Camera     ___Large plastic bag for dirty clothes 

 

GENERAL RULES FOR BAND CAMP  
* The rules of school conduct are enforced at camp. * No bare midriffs 
* BE PROMPT! Follow the schedule. (“To be early is to be on time, to be on time is to be late") 
* Students are to be in their cabins at 10:30 p.m.  * Cabin lights are to be out at 11 :00 p.m. 
* Students may not leave their cabins before 6:00 a.m. * Girls' cabins are off limits to boys, and vice versa 
* Students may only leave the cabins between 10:30 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. with a chaperone. 
* Students will demonstrate safe behavior at the pool at all times and will follow Camp Bountiful pool rules. 
* Be kind and courteous to fellow band members. * Be responsible for your belongings. 
* Chaperones will hold daily cabin inspections.  * Band staff will hold instrument inspections. 
* Visitors are not allowed during the week without the band director's prior approval. 
* If you are injured or too ill to attend practice you may not participate in other recreational activities. 
* No cooking appliances are allowed in the cabins  * No TV’s, DVD players, stereos, refrigerators, or cell phones.      
* Girls’ shirt straps 3” long minimum.          
* You must wear footwear at all times (no bare feet), shoes and socks must be worn on the field at all times. 
*Only Seniors are allowed to drive to camp with written permission from parents.  These seniors will not use their car 
while at camp, unless Mr. Bradstreet gives permission. Students will be sent home if this rule is broken!!!
